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I. Course Description: This course is an introduction to Biblical Hebrew and
Koine Greek, presenting the basic structure of the languages, their alphabets,
their classical pronunciations, and a minimum of vocabulary. Emphasis is
placed on the use of tools such as lexica, concordances, theological workbooks,
and Hebrew or Greek commentaries. Required for M.Div. students who are not
taking two semesters of each Biblical language. Three hours.

II. Course Goals The mission statement of the seminary indicates that its
purpose is to educate its students “for ministry in the Christian Church....”
Ministry, in this context, is shorthand for ‘ministry of the Gospel of Jesus
Christ—the good news of God’s saving purposes, which runs throughout the
Old and New Testaments. Thus we see that the content of this course is
essential to the purpose of the seminary and of seminary education: to be
engaged in ministry one must be able to faithfully interpret the Word of God.
This course will attempt to lay the foundation for a lifetime of learning about
and from the Scriptures.

VI. Policies

If the student misses more
than 3 hours, an F will automatically be assigned. Sleeping in class = an absence.
